positivID version 4.4 Release Notes
BANES Installation Guide

Introduction
This release of the positivID System has had several new or amended features added.   The following are relevant to BANES.
1. There is an SQL script separate to the main SETUP.EXE program.  This needs to be run just once, and will remove orphaned History Audit records from deleted applicant records.
2. The system will now automatically delete all history records when a card holder’s main record is deleted, so preventing a reoccurrence of the problem in 1 above.
3. There is an optional feature to mark records as logically deleted rather than physically deleted in order to ensure that it is impossible for positivID to re-use a serial number.  This should not be necessary in view of item 2 above, but may be selected if required.
4. Fields can be marked as Read Only if there is any suspicion of data being overwritten.  Again, this should not be a problem now that point 2 is available, but it can be selected if required.
5. The PostCode lookup program has been amended to give the requested message referring the operator to the applicant, rather than just going straight to Manual Entry.
6. Fields can now be linked to an expiry date so that a particular text string in a linked field will cause different expiry dates to be calculated.  In this case, the linked field is Card Type, so that different card types can have different default expiry dates entered into the system automatically.
Prerequisites
1. Download and Unzip the file from the positivID web site, download page, BANES button -  http://www.positivid.net/downloads/
2. Open the SQL script file in Wordpad and run the script in the SQL Server Query processor.
3. Run the SQL Query.  This will remove any ‘orphaned’ History records from Discovery records that have previously been deleted.   Check the SQL script completed successfully.
4. Copy the c:\program files (x86)\positivid\ini directory from one of the systems to a safe place for recovery to each system after the new installation.   You can, if you wish, copy each machine’s INI directory to a safe place on that machine, which will avoid having to reset the serial number start fields on each machine when opening the new system (see below).

For each machine
1. With all positivID processing stopped on all machines, Uninstall the current positivID release 4.3 on each machine.  Check that the positivid.exe and cdesign.exe files have been removed from the positivID program directory. 
2. Run the SETUP.EXE file from the unzipped download.  Use the Key data in the unzipped text file for all machines – it has been set for all your systems.
3. Copy the saved INI directory from item 4 above back over the new INI directory.  Replace all three INI files.   If you saved the INI files for each machine separately, copy back the set relevant to that machine.
On one machine
1 Open the Card Design program.   It should show the Release 4.4 Splash panel.	
2 Open the POSID DISCOVERY card design, and login as Administrator.	
3 Double click on the Expiry Date field underneath the picture.  The User Field Properties dialog box for this field should open.

4 Under User Field Format at the bottom, click Format and then drop down the list to Expiry Date.    Click on the three dots button to the right, and the link panel then opens to link Expiry Date to the contents of the Card Type field.
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5 Select the field to link with the Expiry Date from the list: in your case it is the Card Type field.   
6 Enter into the User Field Contents column all the entries for Card Type that you wish to match to default expiry dates.  These entries must be exactly the same as those in the drop down list for the Card Type field and may be different to the sample entries shown above.
7 In the right hand column, enter the default expiry period.  In the sample above, we have entered three possible card types and have specified 1, 2 and 3 year expiry periods as an example.  You should use the card types and associated values which you want.   Hit OK to exit this panel, and OK again to exit the User Field Properties box.
8 In the main card design screen, click on the blue disk Save icon in the top left hand corner.  The Save option panels will then appear, one by one.   
a. Click OK in the Card Description panel, without changing anything.
b. Click OK on the Data Source (ODBC) panel
c. Click OK on the SQL connection to be used
d. On the Database Fields panel, tick the box “Mark Card for Deletion Only” if you want to take advantage of the new feature that just marks the card record as deleted and leaves the SQL record on the database, rather than physically deletes the SQL record.   This ensures that positivID will not re-use the record for a new card applicant.  Any positivID searches and reports will treat the marked record as deleted and will not show it.   If you do not wish to use this feature, leave the box unticked.   Click OK when you are ready to move on.
e. Click OK on the Field Match panel (ignore the ticked box concerning deletion: this is a positivID SQL permissions parameter, not to be confused with the box in point d. above).
f. Click No in the Photo saved on Database panel
g. Click Yes on the History Audit panel
h. Click Yes to the “File exists and has records” warning message and then Exit the Card Design program.
On each machine
1. Open the positivID Production program.    It is likely that the program will open with the Discovery card shown.  If it doesn’t, use the Open Card Design button to drop down the list of available cards and choose the POSID DISCOVERY card.
2.  Click on the Options tab at the top of the screen, and then the Configuration button.
3.  Choose the Session Options panel and set the Serial number start number for that machine.  (Not required if you saved separate INI files with each machine’s number in it).    
4. Confirm that BANES is selected under the ZIP/Postcode Integration list.   Click OK to close the Configuration Settings.
The system is now ready for use.  Once the card design has been updated, ensure all systems have had the new release installed before attempting further processing.
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
